Learning by Heart: Key Passages

Third Grade: John 3:16; Acts 4:12; Matthew 5:16
Fourth Grade: Romans 13:10; 1 John 3:15; Psalm 51:5
Fifth Grade: John 11:25; Ephesians 2:8-9; 1 John 1:8
Sixth Grade: Isaiah 55:11; Acts 2:42; 1 Peter 4:8

Our goal is that each student would have committed to long-term
memory each of the successive passages as well as the Catechism as
they pass through each grade. For example, by the end of sixth
grade a student would be able to recite anyone one of these
passages “off the top of their head” even though it was not part of
any particular Learning by Heart assignment
