When should the home screening be performed?

Home screenings are (o be completed the moming before each school day. Ideally, the
evaluation should be completed and submitled before you commute to achool, Before the student
enters the schonl, a faculty member will verify that the student's scresning data has been
submitted.

Does the screening have to be performed on the morming of the school day?

Yes, the home screening must be compieted and submitted on the moming of he school day.
Can the student be screened at the school entrance?

Thes approach will help ko recude the amaount of time required to
check-in each student. The parent will have to do this prior to the student beang able to enter the
ballding.
