While many outside the Christian 
tradition enjoy their yearly 
countdown calendar (and its hidden 
treats), the meaning behind the 
Advent calendar remains steeped 
in religious themes. More than just 
a countdown, marking the days of 
Advent serves as a time of spiritual 
reflection and preparation. Advent is 
a season of waiting, calling to mind 
the longing and anticipation of God’s 
people who, for centuries, awaited 
the coming Messiah.
