Christian School Ministry in Cambodia. This Lutheran
ministry is operating 7 schools in Cambodia, with 2 more
schools under construction, opening in 2023. Garuna :
means “grace” in the Khmer language, and the students
are called “Garuna Kids”. There are currently over 1,300
Garuna Kids who are learning about Jesus each day. Our offerings will help

the Garuna Kids in a country where only 2% trust in Jesus. Our gifts help send
these children to school where they learn Bible, math, the Khmer (Cambodian)
language, and basic English in grades K-6. Each student receives a uniform,
backpack, school supplies, textbooks, and an opportunity to learn about Jesus.
