Congratulations to Josie W., 8th grade clarinetist, upon her /
acceptance into the All lllinois Junior Band Festival to be
held on Friday and Saturday, January 19th-20th, 2024 at the
University of lllinois.

The All lllinois Junior Band is a 79 member elite ensemble of 7th and 8th grade
instrumentalists from anywhere in the state of lllinois. Hundreds of students
recorded a rigorous audition of scales and etudes and sent them in last fall.
Students are selected solely on their audition score and almost 75% of the
selected students are from Chicago and suburbs. Only 15 clarinets were
chosen out of all the 7th and 8th graders in the state and Josie earned 3rd
chair! Selected students rehearse their challenging festival music in the historic
Harding Band Building, tour the John Philip Sousa estate museum archives and
library, attend a reception, and perform a concert in the world class Krannert
Center for the Performing Arts. Josie is the fourth student from Good Shepherd
(along with James A., Dean H., and Kate M.) to ever be accepted into the All
Illinois Junior Band.

Sometimes as adults, we can forget that our kids are susceptible to stress
too.

It’s critical
to check in with your child on a regular basis and make note of any
sudden changes in behavior or mood.

Let’s talk about a few
ways to help them manage stress and finish the school year strong!

Stress can be hard to identify, but
having the space to talk about it can be very helpful in developing good
stress management skills.
